CHECKLIST FOR DEGREE-SEEKING APPLICANTS

�� Completed application form, signed and dated.

�� $40 application fee — check or money order payable to DePaul University. This fee is not refundable.

�� Official transcripts in sealed envelopes from each undergraduate, graduate and professional school attended, including

DePaul University, if applicable.

�� Letters of recommendation in sealed envelopes.

�� Résumé. 

�� Personal statement. 

�� Deliver or mail application to: School of Education, DePaul University, 2320 N. Kenmore Avenue, Suite 467, Chicago, IL 60614.

Sending via commercial courier provides immediate information regarding delivery and can assist if the materials do not

arrive at the appropriate location.

�  The admissions committee will review complete applications promptly and notify you of the decision by mail. Decisions will

only be disclosed by mail.

�  Incomplete applications or those lacking any transcript or the application fee will not be considered until they are complete.

�  Incomplete applications will be discarded after one year.

�  Your materials must be postmarked by the application deadline for the program to which you are applying. Check the

School of Eduction Web site for deadlines (education.depaul.edu).

RECOMMENDATION GUIDELINES

Recommendations should be frank and detailed and should indicate how long and under what circumstances the recommender

has known you (i.e. student, assistant, advisee, employee, personal, etc.). A recommendation is most helpful when it provides

specific information concerning your intellectual and personal characteristics and performance which may relate to your

suitability for graduate study beyond information that is available on college transcripts and employment records.

The committee is particularly interested in your intelligence and independence of thought; special interests, motivations and

personal qualities which may distinguish you from other applicants; and your overall promise, character and fitness.

NOTE: The School of Education does not provide a recommendation form. The format and structure is left to the discretion of the
recommender, within the parameters discussed above. The only requirement is that the recommender provides contact information 
(i.e. address, phone, e-mail and signature) with the recommendation.

APPLICANT FOR TEACHING & LEARNING CERTIFICATION ONLY

If you possess a master’s degree or are currently enrolled in one of DePaul University’s master’s programs, you may apply to

take classes leading to certification only. To be considered as a certification-only student, submit a completed application

form and official transcripts from all colleges or universities attended along with a brief personal statement outlining goals 

for applying. A $40 application fee is required unless you are currently enrolled in a DePaul University master’s program.

NON-DEGREE APPLICANT

The School of Education may admit non-degree seeking students who wish to take a course(s) to complete prerequisites for

admission, personal enrichment or professional development. These students may complete an application for degree-seeking

status at a later time. However, coursework completed under the non-degree status may or may not be applicable to a major

and is subject to approval by the advisor and the appropriate department chair. To be considered as a non-degree seeking

student, submit a completed application form, official transcripts showing highest degree and the $40 application fee.

STUDENT-AT-LARGE

To qualify as a student-at-large, you must be currently enrolled and in good standing in a master’s program at another

institution. To be considered, submit the completed application form and a letter of good standing from your current

institution identifying the specific coursework to be taken at DePaul University for transfer to that institution. A $40

application fee is required.

READMISSION

If you were previously admitted to DePaul but have been absent for more than one year, you must submit the application

form and transcripts of any courses taken elsewhere during your absence. If the original application has been destroyed

(after an absence of two years), you will be required to resubmit the entire application. A $10 application fee is required.

A copy of DePaul University’s Annual Report is available upon request. The report includes statistics about crimes that occurred on campus and public
property immediately adjacent to campus. The report also includes institutional policies concerning campus security, sexual assault and other matters.
