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APPLICATION DEADLINES & ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

DePaul strongly encourages students to file an application as early as possible during the priority filing period. DePaul admits

students on a rolling, or continuous, basis. However, you are encouraged to apply early to allow adequate time for reviewing

and processing your application. Applications postmarked during the priority filing period also may receive earlier access to

orientation scheduling, advising, placement testing and financial aid consideration.

Supporting documents, such as transcripts requested from colleges attended, may take several weeks to arrive. Please allow

plenty of time for schools to process your request. After the application deadline, DePaul will consider applications on a

space-available basis.

Official transcripts from each college or university you have attended (including your present college through the most

recent term) must arrive at the Office of Admission by the application deadline. If you are currently enrolled in a college, 

a final transcript will be required at the completion of your current term.
