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ATHLETICS

Enthusiastic students organized DePaul’s first sports

team just two years after the university was founded;

the Blue Demons have inspired a passionate following

ever since. A member of the elite BIG EAST Conference

since 2005, DePaul competes in NCAA Division I in

13 sports.

� DePaul sponsors teams in men’s and women’s basketball,

cross-country, soccer, tennis, and track and field, in

women’s softball and volleyball, and in men’s golf.

� DePaul teams and athletes have appeared in NCAA

post-season competitions 32 times in the past decade.

� DePaul assistant softball coach Cat Osterman became just

the second U.S. pitcher to throw a no-hitter in Olympic

competition. Team USA defeated Australia 3-0 to bring

home the silver medal in 2008.

� In 2007-08, 134 student-athletes were named BIG EAST

Academic All-Stars for maintaining a GPA of 3.0 or higher.

The average GPA across all sports was 3.25. The women’s

softball team, with an average GPA of 3.42, ranked fifth in

the nation among Division I softball programs. The women’s

basketball, women’s tennis, women’s cross-country and

men’s soccer teams earned the highest average GPAs for

their sport in the BIG EAST.

� In 1900, when DePaul’s first athletic team was organized,

the monogram “D” was selected for the uniforms. From

this originated the nickname “D-men,” which evolved into

“Demons.” The color blue signifies loyalty and was chosen

in 1901 by a student vote.

� DePaul’s men’s basketball program gained national

prominence under long-time coach Ray Meyer. Meyer

coached the Blue Demons to the national championship

in the NIT (then the only national competition) in 1945,

just three years after he was hired. His teams made 21

post-season appearances and reached the NCAA Final

Four in the 1978-79 season. He was elected to the Naismith

Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 1979, the fourth active

coach to be so honored.

� Prominent graduates include National Basketball

Association players George Mikan (one of the “NBA 50

Greatest Players”), Mark Aguirre, Terry Cummings and Rod

Strickland; Women’s National Basketball Association player

Latasha Byears; champion hurdler Kerry Sloan; and sports

agents Todd Musburger and Stephen Zucker.
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INTERNATIONAL PROGRAMS

DePaul prepares its students to be global citizens

through a vibrant network of study-abroad and

overseas degree programs that enable faculty and

students to bring new perspectives back to their

classrooms and careers.

� Last year, over 700 graduate and undergraduate students

participated in study-abroad programs in more than

40 locations as varied as Beijing, China; Istanbul, Turkey;

Paris, France; Merida, Mexico; and Buenos Aires, Argentina.

� Over 1,000 students from about 100 countries study at

DePaul annually. Most of them are graduate students in the

Kellstadt Graduate School of Business (KGSB) and the

College of Computing and Digital Media (CDM).

� Faculty members teach the MBA program in Prague, Czech

Republic; Manama, Bahrain; and Taipei, Taiwan. In addition,

they teach the Master of Science in Human Resources

program in Bahrain and partner with CDM to teach the

Master of Science in Business Information Technology there.

� CDM offers the Atlantis Dual Degree Program, a trans-

Atlantic exchange program in technology and business that

enables students to earn a technology degree from DePaul

and an international business degree from Linköping

University in Sweden. CDM also offers Master of Science

degrees in Nowy, Poland, and Amman, Jordan.

� The School for New Learning offers its Master of Arts in

Applied Professional Studies program in Bangkok, Thailand,

and a Bachelor of Arts in Nairobi, Kenya.

� Through a partnership with Southeast University in Nanjing,

China, DePaul offers a comprehensive Chinese studies major

that includes Mandarin language training, history, political

science, religious studies, and arts and culture. With the

strongest curriculum of any Chinese program in the Midwest,

the program includes a full-time visiting Chinese professor

and a library of more than 1,000 Chinese-language materials.

CENTERS AND INSTITUTES

More than 45 centers and institutes at DePaul conduct

research, educate students and practitioners, and

sponsor conferences and events on issues such as

social justice, community growth and the evolution

of professional practice. For example:

� The Real Estate Center is partnering with the Urban Land

Institute and the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur

Foundation to try and halt the dramatic decrease of

affordable rental housing in Cook County by preserving

75,000 existing housing units that might otherwise be

lost by 2020.

� The Interdisciplinary Science and Technology Center

partners with NASA, scientists and educators to transform

science education, helping prepare students for careers in

science, mathematics and technology. It also provides

forums for public discussions on the ethical, religious and

social dimensions of science and technology in this time of

rapid change.

� The International Weapons Control Center is dedicated to

advancing the rule of law to prevent catastrophic violence

and the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction. The

center is both scholarly and activist: it promotes international

peace and security by offering legal answers to policy

problems.

� The Community Music Division provides the highest quality

music instruction to more than 650 students in the Chicago

area regardless of age, ability, cultural or national origin, or

financial circumstance. The school’s comprehensive offerings

include private lessons, musicianship and instrumental

classes, performance ensembles, workshops and student

recitals.

� The Center for Urban Education, based in the School for

New Learning, works in partnership with Chicago elementary

and high schools to improve curricula and instruction,

increase parental involvement and prepare new teachers to

work in inner-city schools through the Urban Teacher Corps.

� The Chaddick Institute for Metropolitan Development

involves professionals, community members and students

in research and discussion about effective land use, zoning,

infrastructure and transportation in urban areas.

� A team of Commerce students placed in the top ten in the

Thunderbird School of Global Management’s Sustainable

Innovation Summit in fall 2008. Nearly 140 teams from 47

schools were in the competition.

� Students from the College of Law won the Midwest Regional

Giles Sutherland Rich Memorial Moot Court Competition in

March 2008. Members of DePaul’s Black Law Student

Association placed second in the BLSA Midwest Regional

Thurgood Marshall Mock Trial Competition in January 2008.

� Marisol Becerra, a sophomore majoring in Environmental

Science in the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, was

awarded the Brower Youth Award for her interactive map

that shows how people in her neighborhood are exposed

to chemicals from nearby industrial plants.

� Michael Alvarez, a senior in the College of Communication,

won second place in the Diversity and Video Technology

Competition sponsored by the National Association for

Multi-Ethnicity in Communications.

� Downbeat awarded the DePaul University Jazz Ensemble

with the “College Outstanding Performance” in the Big Band

category in its annual Student Music Awards.

� The DePaul Monks computer team placed 19th out of

135 teams at the ACM Regional Programming Contest in

October 2008.

� Glenn C. McManus, who is earning a master’s degree in digital

cinema, was a runner-up in Francis Ford Coppola’s Rosso &

Bianco short film competition and had a film in the most

recent Cannes Film Festival.

� Twelve graduate and undergraduate students studying visual

arts education in the School of Education were selected for

two major public exhibitions at the Sullivan Galleries in the

Loop and at the Hyde Park Art Center.

� Jon Ravenscroft, a senior in The Theatre School, and a faculty

member presented a critical paper at the American Society

for Theatre Research Annual Conference and will present to

the Shakespeare Performance Research Group.

� Teams of students from the School for New Learning

regularly serve as interns for the Annual United Nations

Conference for Affiliated Non-Governmental Organizations.

� DePaul was founded in 1898 by Vincentian priests and

brothers. Its patron is St. Vincent de Paul, a Roman

Catholic renowned for his commitment to service and

changing the world for the better. Fifteen Vincentians

teach and serve on campus today.

� Total enrollment in the fall of 2008 was 24,352,

including 15,782 undergraduate, 7,526 master’s and

Ph.D. and 1,044 law students.

� There were 899 full-time faculty members in nine

colleges and schools in the fall of 2008.

� DePaul offers 267 undergraduate and graduate

programs of study.

� DePaul has two primary campuses in Chicago and

four suburban campuses.

� DePaul’s reach extends worldwide. The university

offers degree programs in Bahrain, the Czech

Republic, Poland, Jordan, Kenya, Thailand and Taiwan

and study-abroad opportunities in about 40 nations.

� Undergraduate tuition for most incoming full-time

freshmen in 2008-2009 is $25,490. Tuition for

students in Music and Theatre is slightly higher but

guaranteed for four years.

� In 2008-2009, DePaul will award about $250 million

in university financial aid and assistance.

� The operating budget for 2008-2009 is $443.9 million.

� DePaul’s endowment and institutional reserve funds

are invested in long-term investment pools whose

aggregate market value was $407.3 million on

June 30, 2008.

� The Campaign for Excellence in Science is supporting

construction of a new $40 million four-story science

building that opened in January 2009, as well as

scholarships and expanded research opportunities for

both undergraduate and graduate students.
